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Group Presentation: 
Ad Pitch

The Project

For your advertising project you will work either in groups to give a 5 minute ad pitch to the class. We will look at several pitches from the TV show Mad Men to give you an understanding of how this works. Keep in mind that this is a professional group presentation that counts for 15% of your final grade, so you should practice ahead of time (no notecards) and dress accordingly on the day you present.

You should create an advertisement for SHOES.  
Guidelines

This presentation has three components: 
• 5 minute ad pitch presentation with visual. You may use only materials you make together (this means no Youtube): drawings, photoshop images, magazine collages, videos, prezis, blogs, powerpoints, posterboards, skits with props, etc. You will be timed so keep this under 5 minutes. Be creative! Beware of powerpoint-drone syndrome. This will lose you points! Consider ways to make your ad interactive and get the audience involved. Make your presentation as entertaining as possible! It is your job to sell your audience (ie. the class) this anti-ad. 
• Pitch script (2 pgs double-spaced). Yes, you must have a script (1 per group). You cannot wing this. Do you think Don Draper wings those jaw-dropping monologues? Provide me with some written form of your pitch. Of course, you can ad-lib from this during the presentation. Feel free to do so. Avoid a delivery that is rote/mechanical. I will be critiquing both style and content. You must use proper grammar and conventions.
• Individual reflections (1 pgs). Each member of the group must write an individual reflection. This is your argument to me for why you should get full credit for this project. What part did you play in the group? Everyone must be a part of the presentation, but if you have a main star leading the pitch and you worked hard behind the scenes let me know about it. 
Grading

This is not a you did it, you get an automatic 100% project. I will be grading each group’s presentation with a rubric, just as I do your papers. 

• Bonus: Everyone in the class will vote at the end of the pitches for which anti-ad makes it on the air (can’t vote for your own, of course!). If there is a tie, I will break it. Each member of the winning group will not only get an automatic 100% on the project, but also wins 10 bonus points added to a paper of their choice.
